Study Abroad FAQs

Q: what courses will my study abroad program count for?

Az Most programs count for a World Culture/Global Studies as well as
other general education requirements. Semester and short-term
programs can also fulfill major or minor requirements, depending on
your individual academic plan.

Q: How can! pay for my study abroad program?

A: Many students are able to get financial aid and most apply for grants
and scholarships we offer. The best way Is to save, save, save! The
Office of International Education will help you choose a program that
is a good fit financially as well as academically.

Q: 1dont speak another language, what are my options?

A Almost anywhere! Even programs are in non-English speaking
countries (1.e. Germany or Denmark) have the academic program
in English! The only exceptions are our Spanish or German
immersion programs (only 3-4 total!) You may be required to
take an introductory language and culture course, depending on
the location.

Q: Pve never traveled hefore, is study abroad right for me?

A: Yes! Consider a faculty-led course or summer program that is shorter
and more structured than a semester abroad. Faculty-led programs
are meant to be group travel programs and you always have a
leader to guide you. Talk to a study abroad advisor about your
concerns and about what programs would be the best fit for you!
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
