4.  Human Development and Psychology unit merger:  Jenell Holstead, Chair of Human 

Development presented a proposal to merge psychology and human development.  She reported 

that overtime the faculty expertise has shifted from Human Development to Psychology.  The 

current faculty are concerned that the two programs are not unique enough to justify two majors.  

The plan is to create a Human Development emphasis in the Psychology major.  The proposal 

was well received by the members of the UC.
